(1) Public Funds are mostly revenues raised through the annual tax levy. In
addition the Library receives monies from state and county programs. These
additional revenues are forecast to remain flat in 2009 and are not part of the
annual tax levy. The proposed 2009 tax levy is $3,433,852.

(2) The Library has used appropriated funds for contingencies to cover unforeseen
costs while adapting to operations in the new Library. $82,912 has been set
aside for contingency in 2009. An additional $117,088 has been set aside from
the prior sale of the former Library to satisfy the 2009 payment on the
outstanding bond. These revenues are not a part of the tax levy.

(1) 2008 Budget: Included a $123,505 set aside from sale of former Library to satisfy
the 2008 payment on the non-callable bond, and, $126,495 in appropriated funds for

unforeseen costs as the Library completed its first full year of operation in the new
facility.

(2) 2009 Budget: Includes $117,088 set aside to satisfy the 2009 payment on the non-
callable bond for the former building and $82,912 in appropriated funds for any
additional unanticipated costs.
